INTRODUCTION:

We've started a new series called "The Gospel Journey" that is based on the Book of Romans. It
will be a journey as we examine the great power of the Gospel and how we are saved, as well as how to

deepen our spiritual knowledge.

The Gospel is the power of God that brings salvation, it focuses on the main need of every human
being, whether the most religious, the most educated, the worldly, or an immoral, everyone needs to be
reconciled with the Holy God to experience wholly His great salvation. From the time of Paul up until now,
even as the world advances through the continuous development of technology, the Gospel was, and still

is, about God'’s power to save.

It is important to note that the Gospel offers salvation to everyone, but will only be enjoyed and
experienced by those who believe it. We must believe it, but to believe it, we must understand it. And
surely we cannot understand something unless someone shares it. In light of this, we have the Gospel
because someone openly shared it with us. Now what about those who haven't yet accepted it? Who is

going to give it to them? Who will share it with them?

As the passage in Romans 1:16 says, “For | am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the
power of God unto salvation to everyone that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek.” The Good
News is not just for us to enjoy. Others don't know it yet, but they need to hear it too. The main idea of the

Good News is to be shared.
